Short Description: 
The Savannah GREEN Network is a six-organization coalition with a vision for Green, Resilient, Equitable, and Empowered Neighborhoods. This team represents a partnership between the City of Savannah Office of Sustainability, the Economic Opportunity Authority of South Georgia (EOA), Step Up Savannah, the Harambee House, and two locally-tied consultants with extensive experience in community engagement, capacity building, and environmental justice advocacy. This partnership seeks to empower frontline and fence-line communities in Savannah to participate in conversations around clean energy and to seek funding to realize their visions for the clean energy transition. This proposal seeks to accomplish this through the creation of a resident internship and fellowship program that is designed to address three identified deficiencies in community capacity. The first deficiency, a lack of opportunities for engagement between underserved communities, the City, and local non-profits, will be addressed by recruiting interns and fellows from underserved communities and training them to facilitate meaningful dialogue about community priorities and develop representative proposals for funding applications.  The second deficiency, a lack of human resources for clean energy and environmental justice work, will be addressed through this program through targeted professional development activities that will prepare participants for future employment with the participating organizations or others in this space. The final deficiency, a lack of capacity within the Office of Sustainability and its existing partner organizations for collaborative applications and projects, will be addressed through relationships with new partners such as Step Up and EOA, as well as through the temporary added capacity from the interns and fellows.
