A Solar Commons Agreement will allow a neighbor with a solar pv array (host) to capture the sun’s common wealth and pass a portion of it on to a community trust.  The trust is peer governed by the solar host & community partners (trustees) and the community beneficiary.  Public facing art and a digital peer-governance Solar Commons dashboard allow all parties to work transparently together with the trust funds for the twenty-year life of the solar panels.  Solar Commons trusts support reparative justice and other community empowerment projects in low-wealth communities following Solar Commons guiding principles and standards.
