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Short Description:
We hope to introduce to the world a new way of connecting rural communities and renewables to smooth and bolster the green energy revolution. 
The land cleared alongside High Voltage (HV) transmission lines is a valuable resource for solar power generation. We propose to line these open spaces with solar arrays and connect those arrays to community microgrids to allow for dispersed generation and storage. This allows rural communities more energy independence, reduces pressures on land-use disputes, and eases the burden on existing HV lines. 
Small communities currently have basically no bargaining power with large utilities. This can sometimes make energy costs prohibitive However, if they had the ability to generate and store enough energy to meet their needs, that issue could be massively alleviated. Outside of extraordinary circumstances where draw is greater than stored, these communities would be able to take back control form utilities.
