Short Description: 
In 2021 WSHP partners led by MAHFH constructed a 3-BR home for $165,000 in the underserved community of Odgen, KS. Designed by the Net+ studio with solar installations led by FHREEC, it will require about 1/5 of the energy used by a typical new home, achieving 'net zero' from solar panels by offsetting the annual energy used by the residents. Contributing to this project are students in construction from MATC along with military transition trainees from Fort Riley and the regional Job Corps campus, representative of underserved populations facing high cost-burdened housing. With the next builds, WSHP plans to enlarge participation by trainees with a Corps of Innovation Partners from disadvantaged communities. By engaging advanced techniques and materials while qualifying for building trades, corps members will contribute to demonstration, advocacy, and ownership of climate-smart and affordable home construction.
