With over 70% of our households renting in 
the J40 Lincoln Park neighborhood,
we're convening tenants, landlords,
and community partners to tackle the 
split incentive challenge.

Our Actions:
1) Develop a cross-cutting rental audit 

centered on the challenges 
experienced by our low-income 
renters (energy, health, aging, 
disasters)

2) Create training programs that open 
opportunities for our residents to 
benefit from energy transition jobs

3) Use our joint commitment to advance 
multiple housing and energy solutions 
to address current inequities and pass 
harms
