Metal-air batteries have a reduced footprint as half the 
fuel needed for their operation resides outside the battery. 
However, once their seal is broken they continue to 
discharge whether in use or not.

We use MEMs technology to restrict the air supply when a 
connected device is in sleep mode thereby greatly 
extending the battery’s lifetime.
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
