1.LMI Household Access: At least 50% of
project subscribers will be LMI-qualified
households with reduced-cost subscriptions.
Within that segment, we aim to provide free
subscriptions to a group of low-income
households.

2.Grid & Resilience Benefits: Our projects will
include battery storage for demand response.
We are working closely with our rural electric
cooperative Lower Valley Energy (LVE) to evaluate
the most efficient deployment of battery storage
to shave our morning-peak demand and keep
energy costs low for all cooperative members.
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
