East Oakland Residents are disproportionately affected by power
outages and grid disruptions. What’s more, residents grapple with limited
access to affordable and reliable energy, resulting in high energy burdens
and utility costs. The inability to pay bills can lead to power shutoffs that
result in families losing their access to low-income housing, exacerbating
the already dire housing crisis. Many households lack access to efficient
heating and cooling systems, leading to discomfort and health risks,
particularly for vulnerable populations - like elders and children.
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
