22nd of February 2022. A 16 years old teenager in Eastern Europe named Johan discovers an anomaly in electronic microprocessors which could be exploited in order to obtain full control of any electronic equipment in the entire world.  
He tried to show his discovery to his computer science cathedra but he was ignored by the teachers and belittled by colleagues. Having dealt his entire life with social unacceptance, Johan falls into depression and thinks of ways he can take revenge upon the world that has always been so unfair to him.  He develops a computer virus which he called START (Start All Over Again) that affects basically every single electronic device in the world: telephones, TVs, washing machines and of course, all types of computers. Johan was convinced that a better world could be built only by destroying the current one. 
He spreads the virus on the Internet and once gained control over the impacted devices, he programs the virus to automatically shut them down. Banks, power plants, hospitals and traffic lights. Chaos has been unleashed. The world as we know it is falling apart and authorities are once again unable to deal with the crisis.  The U-turn takes place when the virus reaches a highly-classified project in the Pentagon, where military Artificial Intelligence is being developed. When the virus infects the computer hosting the A.I., it is being reprogrammed instantly for new actions: devices don’t just shut down anymore. The A.I. rapidly broadcasts the modified virus into the entire Pentagon computer network and to the Internet with a new command: instead of shutting down devices, it activates all the functions in the devices, bypassing all conditions and security codes, and closes all possible human interaction ports. All of a sudden, all devices in the world behave inappropriately: air conditioners, emergency power plants, water pumps. Water dams open their valves, millions of tons of water are released and huge cities all over the world and their habitants are lost due to the floods, while everything else was also falling apart.  Humanity has lost control of its most precious creation: technology.  
Major catastrophe is taking place and to this moment, 3% of the world population has been affected, but then, START reaches new, unforeseen targets: the nuclear silos. Nuclear warheads are suddenly activated and launched towards no particular direction and finally, when fuel is depleted, they all fall back onto their own national soil causing major disaster in the entire world. All of the major nuclear powers are now mainly scorched earth, inhabitable hazardous areas. The world population has been decimated as 80% of the human race has been lost; what’s left of it is at high risk of extinction as a cause of nuclear radiation and high toxicity in the air, water and soil. 
Trees and plants are now all dry, fauna is no more, few humans are left and there is no food, water and no source of energy. A cloud of ashes and radioactive rain covers the whole Northern Hemisphere. Humanity lives in the dark.  What’s left of the authorities react with a delay of two weeks. A very long time for a race living in agony. The remaining population has been living under unimaginable conditions. Everyone is slowly dying as no one was prepared for this.  
People have no knowledge on survival, and their basic instincts are practically inexistent, as our once “civilized” society had been designed in such a way that we used to rely on others for the most basic necessities, with no even basic understanding of how things work. But the society we knew has come to an end and we need to build again…  
The only soil that hasn’t been affected by radiations is Australia, the last ark of hope. But Australia is mainly desert and the resources are limited… Their electronic equipment has also been permanently damaged by the electromagnetic pulse generated at global scale by so many nuclear explosions. There are 2 worlds now… Australia and the remaining of other nations, decimated by war. Our war against ourselves. Australia and the rest of the world decide to create a World Organization with a new constitution, new social order and a new type of government: based on the primal instinct of survival of the human race. Frontiers don’t manner anymore, color of skin is of no importance and the common purpose now is to build a new world.  Society is still divided as some of the people think the fault belongs to the machines. To the computers. But they forget who built the nuclear warheads, who built the computer virus and who allowed all of this to happen. They call themselves the “Humanists”. Others think that humanity can’t be trusted anymore with its own security, education and justice and these are the “Evolutionists”. Their ideology spins around the idea that machines do what they are told to do and the only solution to the human crisis is letting computers take care of humanity.  
With the remaining resources, a new society needs to be lifted, but an inventory of the available knowledge and talent revealed the worst for the days to come: knowledge is little, talent is scarce. So little that we don’t have enough competences to build a basic car. Chemical engineers are not able to synthesize materials without computers. Industrial engineers are not able to pick up where they left before the disaster occurred. Doctors are not able to do their jobs without their electronic equipment. And the most impacting of it all, computer engineers were not able to build a computer without computers. Everything had been hosted on computers. And trying to build something from scratch based on the information in people’s brains could be compared to trying to glue 1000 pieces of shattered glass back into a cup of wine.  
START has done its job. And humanity needs to start all over again, in a desert, with no food, no energy and poor hope. Johan has gotten his revenge, but he has been smashed by his own hatred, when the 50 nuclear missiles at St. Petersburg fell less than 50 kilometers away from his shelter of death where he found his way into oblivion. Humans have spent their life developing technology for the good and now a frustrated kid has ruined it all with the blink of an eye. He could have been the genius that humanity needed now for its redemption. But there are heroes, and there are villains and that’s what humanity is all about. 
The World Organization decides it needs to establish three main institutions that will take humanity towards new heights of civilization: The Council of Education, Council of Justice and the Council of Culture. Everyone realized that humanity has the capacity of overcoming every single obstacle with the unlimited power of knowledge, yet knowledge is so poor right now. The pillars of a new education system are set and the brightest minds left in the world set up a long-term plan that will save human race from extinction. First, new teachers needed to be chosen. They will need to teach themselves the new ways and only afterwards to pass the knowledge to their students. 
In the pre-START era, Several Universities have been conducting researches on human psychology for the past several years. People’s cognitive abilities have been proven to be more efficient for people less than 5 years old. That’s how their ability to learn several languages in their early ages is explained. Human brain is like a sponge and every bit of information learnt in early life is carefully stored in long-term memory and never forgotten. Therefore, one of the first measure taken by the new government was to set the minimum age for primary school at 2 years old. Humanity can’t wait for years for current teenagers to fulfill their education and this drastic measure is necessary.  
We need fresh minds, new points of view, slightly different opinions and diversity. Knowledge is built on comprehension and understanding. Wisdom is built on knowledge and emotions. And all these scales need to be differentiated and pushed into people’s personality, as we need smart individuals which will afterwards become the wise that show the path to the smart. Right after the START war, education was more or less the same as before. Old habits die hard, but with the renewal of generations, education was slowly evolving into an adaptive learning method. Every single human being is talented in something in particular, a priceless brute diamond that needs to be polished in the adequate way, with the adequate materials. The only remaining issue was discovering that tendency from an early age. 20 years have passed and engineers managed to get the machines back to life. Electronic devices are history, but thanks to documents stored on paper in Universities all over the world, the work of so many bright minds, they achieved to build a quantum computer which has a power of calculus more than a million times than all computing altogether in the era before the war. 
The new education system has now been built on the ruins of the old one. High-schools and primary schools are no more, the World University is now the only way of achieving information. Press, media and all sources of information are now managed by the University, knowledge is real, and everything is focused on offering quality information of interest to people. Human race is becoming wise, scandal-free, there are no more drugs, alcohol and other types of vices that blend the human soul. The monetary system has been replaced by a system of trust, where every human being is free, has the right to nutrition, water and decent premises for personal use. People can aim for more, and recognitions of someone’s merits are granted frequently. The economy doesn’t exist anymore since there is no more trade. The crime-rate in 2045 was 0.001%, caused by 2 people who once missed their classes, as missing classes is now considered to be an infraction. Education is now free and mandatory. It is ideology-free and combines several learning techniques in order to reach the minds of their young and older students. Learning never stops and people of all ages are in a continuous process of learning and developing their skills for the common purpose of the entire society.  Every human has the obligation of gaining knowledge and using it for the better of the humanity. Education has now changed its basics. Psychologists have developed reference patterns based on human brain electric impulses that indicate with a precision of 100% the path in education a human must take from an early age. The precision is so accurate that it can distinguish between a future computer operator and a programmer, between a mathematician and a physicist, between a biologist and a chemist. Human race needs geniuses in all fields possible: nutrition, recycling, politics, strategists and the list never ends. Since the quantum computing, humanity doesn’t need labor force anymore. Machines carefully programmed in the University take care of everything from food, to garbage, entertainment and even the justice system which can’t be trusted to humans due to their emotions. It is however heavily supervised by experts in justice and social sciences. 
The new learning method consists of in-person classes given to students with ages starting from 2 years old and leading to people of more than 100 years old. With the immense increase in knowledge, the human body has gained a tremendous capability of regenerating itself, therefore people last longer. The average age in the World Organization society is now 105 years, mainly due to the increased capacity of the human brain of understanding complex concepts of the human nature: aging, illness, viruses and bacteria. All humans born after the war developed a disease which causes their cornea to get dry and fall apart. Implants have been developed and every single human has been receiving the necessary transplant.  Cancer has been recently cured, medicine is at its peak and all of it thanks to a professor in the 30’s who brought the idea that medicine should be focused on mental health, since this is the path to achieving full potential. “Mens sana in corpore sano”, a phrase that took almost 2000 years to be fully understood. 
Every single human being has the duty and obligation of learning. There is no other important task, but learning, evolving and finding solutions to any possible challenge. Classes are face-to-face only, there are more than one teacher for a class and classes are in fact factories, laboratories or libraries. Students develop daily tasks with a common purpose, with a real application in the society. That is how the first quantum computer has been built in a classroom of computer engineers. That is how the automatic harvesting machine has been built, in a conjoint project involving industrial, agriculture and computer science students. Space programs have been designed by the physics and sciences students and put into practice by astrophysicist and engineers. Cancer has been cured in a conjoined class of chemists and biologists. The economy and monetary system have been replaced by talented mathematicians. And a new human organ has been discovered by a 7 years old student who knew every single nanometer of the human body by heart and saw a new gland at the bottom of the human brain, responsible of managing the human’s body internal clock. Students learn to do things in a practical way, theory is learned on the field. Teachers are merely supervisors and take into account even the dumbest ideas, as they never know who could change the world. Teachers open the Pandora box and students fill it with ideas. Teachers shows them the path, and they build the future. The only subject common to all students is history. Because history needs to be known, in order to learn from our mistakes, understand them and not allowing them to be repeated. Psychology is part of the daily life, as mental health is essential to the new society which relies on all of its pillars for rapid evolution.
