Title: Safer Salmonids via Cavitation and Airfoils
Short Description:
Cavitation is the formation of vapor bubbles as a fluid’s pressure rapidly changes. Cavitating water flows produce sensory stimuli that can deter movement of aquatic animals. Turbulence-free flows, on the other hand, can attract migrating fish. We describe how cavitation barriers prevent entrainment of salmonids in water diversions and how special nozzles generating smooth flows can attract fish and direct them to safety.
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
