Submission Title:
Air Bubble Curtain for Physical Exclusion

Short Description: 
This proposed technology is focused on using air bubbles for preventing entrainment of passive early life stages of fish and free-floating debris into water intakes and diversions.  There are two principal focuses: hydraulic exclusion associated with the induced upward current generated by a bubble curtain and physical adhesion of small bubbles to fish eggs/larvae and debris.  Each of these features has potential to reduce entrainment of passive early life stages while also aiding in debris management.
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
