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Aquifer Pipe is a subsurface irrigation system and groundwater recharging system, repurpose for subsurface water intake to protect aquatic life, this includes fish eggs, larvae and adult fish. It is a distributed system that uses the natural water bodies floor, to defuse any harmful intake water pressure on aquatic life. The aquifer pipe creates a subsurface non-pressurized natural flowing water stream. This subsurface feature is under two feet of the water bodies floor of sediment, sand and gravel. This natural filtration prevents any aquatic life from being suck into the water pumping system. This is a classic example of a device design for one purpose (irrigation/groundwater recharge), then applied to accomplish another problem (fish life exclusion).
